
TFT LESSON 6:  God Is Our Teacher
God Teaches Us Through the Holy Spirit and the Bible

Memory Verse:
“But the Counsellor, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father 

will send in my name, will teach you all things 
and will remind you of everything I have said to you.”

John 14.26 

Our Primary Teacher:  The Holy Spirit
God reveals Himself in three distinct ways:  God the Father, God the Son (Jesus), and God the 
Holy Spirit.  In Old Testament times, the Holy Spirit was available only to special leaders such 
as certain kings and prophets.  But God promised that one day He would send His Spirit to 
earth, giving everyone access to Him.

“And afterward, I will pour out my Spirit on all people . . .”  Joel 2.28

Jesus taught us about the Spirit and the work He would do. He promised that when He left the 
earth, the Spirit would come to live among us and within us. The Spirit of God can have a 
powerful effect on each of us if we allow Him to work in our lives:

“The Holy Spirit . . . will teach you all things . . .”  John 14.26

The Holy Spirit ___________________________ us.
“You will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my 
witnesses . . .”  Acts 1.8 

Just as He promised, God sent the Holy Spirit.  In the book of Acts, we can read about this 
exciting story and see the amazing work of the Spirit!

Our Primary Textbook:  The Bible
The Bible is a collection of ________ books written by over _______ authors over a period of 
about 1,500 years.  We call it the Word of God because our Heavenly Father speaks to us 
through the Bible.  It tells us everything He wants us to know about His character, His 
intentions, and His ways.

The Bible was written by people inspired by the Holy Spirit.  It is no ordinary book!  It is 
powerful and life-changing.  It has authority in our lives because it is from God.  Therefore, 
we must pay careful attention and obey what God teaches us.

In 2 Timothy 3.16-17 we discover the primary purposes of the Bible:

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Our Primary Task:  Obedience
The Holy Spirit and the Bible help us to understand God and His will.  But knowledge and 
understanding are not enough.

Obeying God is not an easy task!  Because we are human, we get distracted and quickly lose 
interest.

Whenever we read from God’s Word, we must search for what He is trying to teach us.  Then 
we must be sure to obey.  The Holy Spirit teaches us through the Bible so we can obey God 
and grow in ____________________________ with Him. 

God desires that every person has the opportunity to hear His message.  Our most important 
step of obedience is to share the gospel, inviting people into relationship with Him.  We must 
go and make disciples.  Remember, a disciple is a disciple maker, so obeying God in this way

Obedience is our primary task!  The measure of a true disciple is obedience to God:
“Whoever practices and teaches these commands will be called great in the kingdom of  
heaven.”  Matthew 5.19  

Tools for Studying and Obeying God’s Word
There are many methods for studying the Bible.  Unfortunately, most methods tend to 
emphasise knowledge without reinforcing obedience to God!  The most effective method will 
emphasise obedience, and it will be simple and easy to learn.  The simpler it is, the more likely 
people will be able to teach others how to study and obey God’s Word.

Today, we will learn a method called S-O-S which you can memorise and use immediately and 
in the weeks to come.  Whenever you are ready to study the Bible, pray and ask God to give 
you understanding.  Then take time to discuss these three very simple questions:

What does it S_________________?

What must I O_________________?

With whom can I S____________________ what I have learned?

The Next Six Months:  The Gospel of Mark
This is the last of six basic lessons about God and what it means to follow Him as a disciple.  You must continue to meet 
together, following the AIM pattern just as you have been doing:  

• keeping one another Accountable  (“love your neighbour as yourself”)
• growing in Intimacy with God  (“love the Lord your God with all your heart, soul, and mind”)
• learning how to Multiply the Kingdom  (“go and make disciples . . . baptising them . . . teaching them to obey”)
